Laboratory Usage Guidelines

Purpose
To enhance the learning and research effectiveness of graduate students in this program and to
manage the use and environment of the laboratory (hereinafter referred to as "the Lab")
effectively, the “Laboratory Management Guidelines of the International Master’s
Program in Smart Manufacturing and Information Applications at National Chin-Yi
University of Technology” (hereinafter referred to as "these Guidelines") are hereby
established.
Eligibility
The Lab is primarily intended for use by current master’s students of this program. If students
from outside the program need to hold discussions in the Lab, they must submit a usage
request to the Lab administrator.
General Rules
To ensure efficient use of the Lab, reserving space with personal belongings is strictly
prohibited. Violators will have their Lab usage privileges revoked without objection.
Usage Regulations
Graduate students must comply with the following rules when using the Lab:
l. No horseplay, smoking, drinking alcohol, cooking, or any behavior that may disturb the
peace or compromise safety.
Il.  Unauthorized copying of Lab access keys or lending them to non-program students is
strictly prohibited.
[1l. Installation of electrical equipment without permission is prohibited.
IV. Do not replace or modify any Lab equipment. Any damage or malfunction must be
reported immediately to the program office.
V.  The last person leaving must ensure all doors and windows are closed, and all lights and
air conditioning are turned off (temperature set to 26-28°C).
VI.  When playing music, headphones must be used. Discussions or conversations should be
kept at a low volume or moved to public areas to avoid disturbing others.
VII. Maintain personal hygiene and cleanliness; do not affect the health or comfort of others.
VIII. Graduating students or those no longer borrowing the Lab must return access privileges
and locker keys to the program office before the end of their usage period.
Violations
Students who violate these rules will be subject to disciplinary action depending on the
severity of the violation. Serious violations may result in the revocation of Lab usage
privileges.
Other Matters
Any matters not covered by these Guidelines shall be handled in accordance with other

relevant university regulations.
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
